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There are many different ways to study.  Some ways depend on how you learn.  Some people  learn 
VISUALLY (they need see what they are learning); Some people learn AURALLY (they need to hear what they are learning); Some people learn by DOING. STUDYING





ONE APPROACH TO STUDYING


1.  Find a comfortable, warm spot (not too warm….you might fall asleep).


2.  You will need a table, a chair, good lighting and all your stuff. Switch off your mobile phone.





READ THE QUESTION FIRST


3 . When you start a NEW section or chapter, READ the QUESTIONS at the end of the section first (or read the questions in your Workbook)….these tell you what you need to know. 


4.  READ the section and MARK with a pencil any WORDS you spot that were in the questions. These will most likely be the KEYWORDS you need.


NOTES


5.  When you finish reading, grab your NOTEPAD, and try to ANSWER the questions OR jot down the KEYWORDS and their meanings.


6.  Close your book and notepad.  Grab a spare sheet and jot down the KEYWORDS you can remember.  Now go back to your NOTES and see what words you missed. Grab your highlighter pen and mark these words. 


7. Take a 5 minute break before your next piece of work.


Make a cup of tea; call your friend but take 5 minutes only.

Note Taking


There are many different ways to take notes. Some people prefer LISTS.  Some prefer MIND MAPS (these are particularly good for boys).  Doodles are good to help you VISUALISE keywords.  COLOUR is very important – use a highlighter pen (but don’t distract yourself with too much colour.





Revision – The BIG idea


Scan your classwork at the end of the day before starting homework.


Revise each week’s work at the weekend.


Review your work at the end of each month.





GOALS


Set yourself a specific goal to achieve such as a test mark (95%) or number of pages to study in 20 minutes etc.


Look at your GOAL SHEET in your folder.





HOMEWORK


Even when you are not set homework, you still have WORK to do. The more intelligent work you do, the more progress you make. It’s that simple!
